Erik Olson, An Outside View 
January 7-29, 2011 
  
Be a pART of it! The Northville Art House proudly 
presents the work of artist-teacher Erik Olson. Mr. Ol-
son's works are oil portraits of homes and structures in 
various stages of repair. Some large, some quite 
small, the paintings reflect our culture and society and 
how the structures we erect accommodate our desires 
but rarely account for consequences.  Viewed in the 
abstract, the buildings become both the outward mani-
festations and the victims of our desires.  
 
Erik Olson received his B.A. from Art Center College 
of Design in 1987 and free-lanced in illustration until 
2001. He received his M.F.A. in Painting from Wayne 
State University in Detroit in 2010.  He has exhibited 
his paintings in various group shows, including the  
Williamson Gallery in Pasadena and the Museum of 
Contemporary Art in Detroit.  Mr. Olson is currently a 
full-time associate professor at the College for Crea-
tive Studies in Detroit. 
 
The show will open in our upper gallery with an artist 
reception Friday, January 7, from 6-9 p.m. The show 
will continue through January 29 during the Art House 
Gallery hours (Wednesdays-Saturdays, 1-5 p.m.). For

Moves twice as 
much merchandise to lower stock levels. 
 
Here are a some ways to use the buy-one-get-one 
deal to strategically get rid of your slow-moving 
stock. 
• You have a lot of one particular item: Do the 
standard, buy one widget, get one widget free. Gift 
givers often have multiple people to buy for that they'd 
like to give the same or similar gifts.  This promo 
makes it a no-brainer for them to choose.
