The 5th 
Michigan 
Regiment Band  brings history of the Civil War Era 
alive through an authentic historical recreation of a 
Civil War Regimental Band.  The band's repertoire of 
the 1860's includes marches, polkas, schottisches, 
waltzes, and songs are performed on antique and rep-
lica sax horns and wood rope tension drums.  In keep-
ing with the authenticity of the Civil War field regimen-
tal bands, it consists of musicians, color guard, and 
support personnel.  They will be performing in the Ga-
zebo at 12:30 p.m. and 2:30 p.m. 

Two Civil War cannons will highlight the Civil War en-
campment that will be set up near the Yerkes house 
by The American Civil War Shooting Association .  
A cannon is any piece of artillery that uses gunpowder 
or other explosive-based propellants to launch a pro-
jectile.  How far could it launch a cannon ball?  Was it 
effective?  Learn how these thunderous machines 
were used in fighting the War of the Rebellion.  The 
ACWSA will also demonstrate their weapons and talk 
about what life was like as a soldier fighting to save 
the Union.

Seven buildings, ranging from approximately 1831 to 
the 1890ôs, have carefully been moved from various 
parts of Northville to the scenic park land on Griswold 
Street; two more have been meticulously  
re-constructed with the aid of period photographs and 
plans. 
 
Mill Race Village is open to all, and there is no  
admission charge.  The grounds are open daily from 
sunrise to sunset; the buildings are open on Sunday 
afternoons from 1:00 - 4:00 pm.
