Here is a brief passage from the preface: 
 

ñLife is like a rollercoaster:  There are soaring 
peaks, breathtaking falls, valley lows, decisive turns, forks in 
the road, unexpected jolts, and serene plateaus; all of which 
are essential in sculpting our human existence. 

Life is truly a work of art:  Never perfect but always 
in progress, full of potential, yet suspect to failure, and al-
ways unique to our individual perception. 

Our experiences are not unique.  But for some rea-
son we donôt share our darkness, our light, or even recog-
nize the secrets weôve hidden from ourselves. 

I have found solace in sharing, which in turn has 
not only helped me through difficult times, but has helped 
others to recognize and grow (or to change for the better).  It 
is one of the greatest feelings Iôve experienced; to share with 
another human being these trials, triumphs, hopes, and 
strengths ð we no longer have to feel alone.ò

I also 
enjoy working in a series. This allows me to explore the sub-
ject and take it further. An artist has to make time to paint. 
Allow yourself the freedom to explore and experience new 
techniques and mediums. Let freedom be your muse and 
creativity will follow. 
  
In abstract art you a creating a production, a mystery of the 
unknown. I love the challenge and feel the excitement. Ab-
stract paintings continue to fascinate me. They are mystical, 
intriguing, and sometimes unpredictable.
